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Installation





Run the setup that's included in the zip file (assuming downloading full installation).  


On first run of UI-Weather, the software will create a .xtr file so that UI-View32 can start the program automatically.





To start the software manully for the first time in windows do 


Start > Programs -> UIWeather -> UIWeather





Note:





This software can be run without UI-View32 being installed. In this mode you can only download data from findu or interface to a WS2300 weather station 





Main Screen 


�





This screen shows all the weather data for the selected station currently highlighted at the top of the screen in the all weather stations section. You can select another weather station by clicking in the list or using the favorites drop down. You can delete a station from the all weather stations by just pressing the delete key.





The favorites box gives you a quick easy access list. You can add to this drop-down by double clicking on the station you want to add as a favorite. To remove a station from this favorite list just press the delete key





The date of wx data allows you to select from the collection of historical data from this particular weather station.





Radio Buttons


Select the type of graph displayed in the green boxes. The latest graph show the realtime data in a speed dial format





WX Data Button


Displays the raw WX data (see below for more information)





Setup


Displays the setup screen (see below)





? Button


Display the about screen





_ Button


Minimises to the weather icon in the systray





X Button


Closes UI-Weather and the wx data is saved to disk





FindU Button


Imports data from www.findu.com just specify the callsign of the weather station you want data for.





Zooming In





Double clicking one of the on the main screen will enlarge that graph see below for an example:








Set-up Screen

Units





Temperature	: Farenheit or Centigrade


Speed		: Mph or Km





General





Startup Station	: This is the weather station which will be automatically selected on start-up


Sort order	: The WX station list can be sorted alphabetically, by the distance from your station or not at all


Save Only...	: Fairly self evident if you enable this. UI-Weather will only record WX data for stations which are in your favorites list. This function is a bit chicken and egg if you enable it but you have no stations in your favorites list, you will record nothing and have no stations to double click on to add to favorites list.


Minimsie	: If ticked UI-Weather will go straight to the systray on start-up





FTP





Auto Enabled	: Enable the auto FTP to your website function. This happens every 15 minutes


FTP Host	: You website FTP server


FTP Username	: The user name which you use to connect to your website


FTP Password	: The password you use to connect to your website





File Copy





File..Enabled	: This means a screenshot (the same as the FTP) will be copied to the directory stated in the copy to box (note theres no slash at the end of this)





Maintenance 





Enable		: If you enable this any weather data which is older than the specified amount of days will be discarded








WX Data Screen





This screen displays the raw wx data for the currently selected station on the current selected day. Blue indicates minumum value, Red is the maximum value





Extremes





�





Quite simple this allows you to be prompted when any othe conditions are met with an audiable alarm. A note is also made in the main screen about what time the extreme happened. Note extremes are applied to the wx station which has been selected on the main screen





FTP to Website





If you have enabled Auto FTP then you will want to display the weather data on your webpage the following tag will suffice. Assuming the html page is in your home directory on the web server

UI-View Weather Beacon





When ever the WS2300 currdat.lst file is updated, UI-Weather will create a WX.TXT file in it's installed directory. You can point UI-View  -> WX Station setup to this file and UI-View will then transmit a weather beacon for your WS2300 station





WS-2300 Support





UI-Weather support for WS-2300. To use UI-Weather with WS-2300 you are required to be running the Heavy Weather Beta Version 2.0 software ( http://www.heavyweather.info ).





Setup





Click enable WS-2300 support in the setup screen of UI-Weather 





In use





1> Start-Up UI-Weather and Heavy weather software.


2> Go into set-up in UI-Weather check that the heavy weather directory is correct.


3> After a minute you should see the data appear you may need to click on WS2300 in the all weather stations box





Import





You can import historical data into UI-Weather:





Make sure the Km/Mph and Farenheit/Centigrade settings are the same in UI-Weather and Heavy weather software 





1> Go into history in heavy weather 


2> Click on Save as text


3> enter uiwx as the filename (uiwx.txt) in save into the heavy weather directory (default)


4> click the import button in UI-Weather
